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_THE PARABLES OF JESUS

"The disciples came to him and asked, ‘Why do you speak to the people
in parables?’

He replied, “Because the knowledge of the secrets of the kingdom of heaven
has been given to you, but not to them. Whoever has will be given more, and
they will have an abundance. Whoever does not have, even what they have
will be taken from them. This is why | speak to them in parables:

‘Though seeing, they do not see;
though hearing, they do not hear or understand.™ -Matthew 13:10-13

Jesus tells many parables which are recorded in the Gospels. A parable is

a story which illustrates a moral or spiritual lesson. What was their original
meaning? What would the hearers have interpreted? What do they mean for
us today? Between Ash Wednesday and Easter Sunday, we experience a
season of preparation over the course of 40 days.
